1. Short title and commencement:- (1) These rules may be called the Indian Ordedractories Health Service,
(Group ‘A’ Post) Recruitment Rules, 2015.
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(2) They shall come into force on the date ofrtpeblication in the Official Gazette.

2. Definition - In these rules, unless the context otherwise reguir

(d) "Departmental Confirmation Committee" means a GroAp Departmental Confirmation Committee
specified in Schedule Il for considering the casksonfirmation;

(e) "Government" means the Government of India;

(H "Grade" means a grade of the Service;

(g) "Schedule" means a Schedule annexed to these rules;

(h) "Scheduled Castes" and "Scheduled Tribes" shgletsely have the same meaning as in clausesaf#d)
(25) of article 366 of the Constitution;

(i) “Other Backward Classes” shall comprise the camtelscommunities notified by the Government frometim
to time;

() "Service" means the Indian Ordnance Factories Hexdtrvice which shall consist of the posts or gsaate
Time Scales of Pay mentioned in Schedule | to thekss and comprise of the following sub- cadred an
categories of Officers, namely:-

3. Constitution, Classification, Grades, and Pay Bad and Grade Pay or Pay Scate-

in the manner as hereinafter provided under thass.r

(2) (i) The recruitment to the post of Assistant Metlicdficer shall be made by direct recruitment oe thasis of a
written examination followed by interview, both ahreted by the Commission.

Notelln the event of shortfall of candidates throughareination in the grade of Assistant Medical Officéne

Controlling Authority, in consultation with the Canission, may decide to make the recruitment eitheholding

special examination or by selection by interview &or that purpose the educational qualificatiangerience and the

age limit for such recruitment shall be decidedadnsultation with the Commission on each occasion.

(5) Where juniors who have completed their qualifyingebgibility service are being considered for pution, their
seniors would also be considered provided theynateshort of the requisite qualifying or eligibjliservice by
more than half of such qualifying or eligibility rséce or two years, whichever is less, and havecesgfully
completed probation period for promotion to the tnkigher grade along with their juniors who haveeatly
completed such qualifying or eligibility service.

(6) Notwithstanding anything contained in these rutee, Controlling Authority may appoint in consultati with the
Commission, an Officer in a post included in Scheduon deputation or short term contract basiseurithe
methods mentioned in clauses (iii) and (iv) of rland the Officer so selected shall be appointedfperiod as
specified in Note 1 of the Schedule II.

Provided that such person shall not be requiresetue as aforesaid after the expiry of ten yeans fthe date of his
appointment.

(3) The person shall not ordinarily be required to eexs aforesaid after attaining the age of forty frears.

(9) Probation:- (1) Every person appointed to the Service by direaturBuent shall be on probation for a period of

two years except in the Specialist sub-cadre witevdl be one year:

Provided that the Controlling Authority may extemide period of probation in accordance with the
instructions issued by the Government from timérte but the total period up to which a personuited to
the Service may be kept on probation shall notnandlly exceed four years. Provided further that degision
for extension of the period of probation of an €éfi shall be taken within eight weeks after theirgxpf the
previous probationary period and communicated iiting to the concerned Officer together with thagens
for doing so within the said period.

(2) If during the period of probation referred to irbswle (1) or any extension thereof, as the casg bea the
Controlling Authority is of the opinion that an @fér is not fit for permanent appointment, it magatharge
the officer or pass such orders as it deems fit.

(3) During the period of probation or any extensionr¢log Officers may be required by the Government to
undergo such courses of training and instructiombta pass such examination and tests asthe Gueatn
may deem fit as condition for satisfactory completof the probation.

(4) As regards other matters relating to probation,ntieenbers of the Service will be governed by thé&rircsions
issued by the Government in this regard from timgnhe.

(5) There will be no probation in respect of officersmoted within Group 'A'.

10. Disqualification: No person:-
(a) who has entered into or contracted a marriagle avjterson, having a spouse living, or
(b) who having a spouse living, has entered inteartracted marriage with any person shall be dégfbr
appointment to the Service, provided that the Gawvent may, if satisfied that such marriage is pssible

under the personal law applicable to such persantlasm other party to the marriage and that theseotrer
grounds for so doing, exempt any person from theraton of this rule.

11. Prohibition of Private Practice -
(1) The person appointed to the Service shall not losvatl for private practice of any kind whatsoevaeliding
any consultation and laboratory practice:

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13. Leave, Pension and other Conditions of the Sece:-The Leave, pension and other conditions of seraicthe
members of the Service, in respect of matters xtessly provided for in these rules, shall mutatigandis subject to
any special orders issued by the Government irertsf the Service, be the same as those applitatufficers of the
Central Civil Services Group ‘A’ in general.

14. Power to Relax:Where the Government is of the opinion that itesessary or expedient to do so, it may, by order
and for reasons to be recorded in writing and imsottation with the Commission, relax any of theyisions of these
rules in respect of any class or category of pexson

15. Saving-Nothing in these rules shall affect reservatigetaxation of age limit and other concessions ireguto be
provided for the Scheduled Castes, the Scheduldze§rEx-Servicemen and other special categorigsecgons in
accordance with the orders issued by the Governfremttime to time in this regard.

16. Residuary Matters -In regard to residuary matters, not specificalbwered by these rules, the Members of the
Service shall be governed by the rules, regulatmtsorders applicable to the Central Civil Servicegeneral.
